English Placement Exam Procedures for Non-Degree Students

Effective for the 2008 academic year, the following procedures have been added to lend clarity about Non-Degree Seeking students.

1) Non-Degree Seeking Students

a. The English Placement Exam must be taken by any non-degree student if desiring to take ENG 101

i. EPE-Course in ANGEL will be open to an individual for a 2-week period per current protocols prior to the start of an academic term. 

ii. Note: At this time, ENG 099 will only be offered in the fall term.

b. Successful completion of the EPE (7 or higher) will enable the non-degree student to enroll in ENG 099 or 101; An unsuccessful score will result in the non-degree student being eligible to take only ENG 099.

c. There will be no charge to non-degree students who take ENG 099; however, the technology fee will still be charged for ENG 099

d. If non-degree student successfully completes ENG 099; they may enroll in ENG 101 in subsequent semesters. 

e. If non-degree student successfully completes ENG 099 and gains admission to the college, they may directly enroll in ENG 101 or transfer credit (if applicable).
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
