School Cancellation Policy

Effective for Academic Year 2008 and 2009, the following School Cancellation Policy has been administratively approved. Changes to this policy will be announced to students, faculty, and staff via email and through the website.

1) Effective August 2008, all announcements related to the college closing as a result of severe or inclement weather or other emergency will be announced in the following locations (Note: Students, faculty, and staff are asked to check these locations for updates to determine whether or not the college has officially closed):

a. Local television and news media outlets

b. ANGEL Home Page Announcements

c. Outlook Email Distribution Lists to all students, faculty, and staff

d. The voicemail of the college front desk 

2) Closing/Cancellation of Classes Criteria

a. The Christ College of Nursing and Health Sciences will officially close/cancel classes if severe weather or other type of emergency or natural disaster so warrants. 

b. The college will generally base its decision to close/cancel classes on whether or not the Cincinnati State Technical and Community College Campus (Clifton) closes/cancels classes (this should not be read to imply an affiliation between the institutions; instead TCCNHS used CSTCC as a benchmark institution). NOTE: No other criteria will be considered, unless the president of the The Christ College or designee so chooses. 

c. The college will not issue delays related to courses or opening of the college. If the college does not close/cancel classes, the college will open for business at the stated times located at the front desk and in the student handbook. 

d. Students, faculty, and staff can safely assume that if Cincinnati State Technical and Community College closes, The Christ College of Nursing and Health Sciences will close. Please note if CSTCC (Clifton Campus) for issues specific to that campus (e.g. a power outage or water main break), TCCNHS will not close. Refer to 1.a-d re: TCCNHS closure announcements.
e. While the institution recognizes the need for some students to know as early as possible when classes/clinical are canceled, certain weather patterns or other emergencies may not allow for immediate decision-making. Unless the college has formally announced closure or Cincinnati State Technical and Community College (Clifton Campus) has announced closure, it is to be assumed that all classes and clinical rotations will continue as scheduled. For students, faculty, and staff who live in remote/rural areas or are otherwise impacted, may need to make decisions not to attend classes or clinical rotations based on safety concerns. The college respects this right, but does not guarantee students relief in terms of absence or grading. These issues should be addressed with the individual course faculty member or members.

f. Staff and faculty unable to attend classes must take PTO unless otherwise approved by their respective dean. For those faculty and staff approved to flex time, a work plan may be required to validate flex time. 
g. IMPORTANT: Faculty members who are unable to attend classes or clinical rotations due to severe weather or emergency conditions are responsible for:
- Gaining approval to cancel classes from their respective academic dean;

- Informing the divisional administrative assistants and front desk personnel; and, 
- Posting information in a central location (e.g. ANGEL classroom). 
- It is expected that faculty members communicate their process for identifying to students in their courses prior to any such event occurring.
